MSF RiderCoach Preparation Course (RCP) 2007:
 Orientation meeting in March; for reservations call Joan Leder at 800-338-3887 (FDU)
 Will be conducted over three consecutive Fri-Sundays: June 15-17, June 22-24 , June 29-July 1
 100% attendance required
 Out-of-state residents may apply to FDU’s RCP; fee $350
 State course in Sea Girt is for NJ residents only; no fee; no dates scheduled yet for 2007

NJ Requirements for the MSF RiderCoach Preparation Course (RCP):
 Current Motorcycle endorsement for a minimum of two consecutive years
 Good driving record - no more than 4 points accumulated in the past two years
 No driving privileges suspended or revoked in the past two years
 No DWI convictions in the last 5 years
 No record of conviction for criminal offense (or recent minor offenses)
 Must submit to fingerprinting and background check ($30 fee)
 Must complete Pre-Course Assignment prior to RCP

Requirements for becoming an MSF RiderCoach at FDU:
 Must own and actively ride a motorcycle responsibly; must believe in wearing safety gear
 Must take basic course as a student, and range aid/observe at least one other
 Must make time to study and complete the Pre-Course Assignment
 $350 registration - includes course materials, taking a basic course at FDU and mentoring
 Must have professional attitude that reflects the educational principles of FDU and MSF
 Ability to listen & communicate well with a diverse group of students and co-instructors
 Attendance at meetings/workshops, participation in Mentor Program
 Ability to teach a minimum of five classes per year (weekends or weekdays)
